The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted under the
Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notification Extraordinary
Part- 11 Section 3 (ii) dated 10.8.71. The Government of India vide issuing
amendments in the said Gazette Notification has change the name of member in 1984
and 1995 . The main objects of the Central Council are as under : —

To prescribe minimum standards of education in Indian Systems of Medicine

)
viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani Tibb.

ii) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition (inclusion/
withdrawal) of medical qualifications in/from Second Schedule to Indian
Medicine Central Council Act, 1970.

iii) To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the Register from
time to time.

iv) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code of Ethics to
be observed by the practitioners.

V) To consider and furnish the recommendation to Government of India on the

proposal received from various institutions from Government of India for
establishment of new colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine, to increase intake
capacity in Under-graduate, Post-graduate and to start new post-graduate course
or additional subjects.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been framing and implementing
various Regulations including the Curricula and Syllabii in Indian Systems of Medicine
viz. Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani Tibb at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.

Now all the Colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine are affiliated to various
Universities in the Country. These Colleges are following the minimum standards of
education and Curricula and Syllabii laid down by Central Council. :

The salient features of the recommendations are as under: -

The Central Council ratified the recommendations of Ayurveda Committee that
provision of Central Laboratory should be deleted from Minimum Standards and
Requirements of Ayurved Colleges & Hospital and there should be a separate teaching
Pathology lab for teaching and practical training to the students and a separate clinical
lab with the facilities of Pathology and Biochemistry in the hospital for diagnostic
purpose of the patients.

The Central Council ratified the recommendations of the Ayurved Committee that
Panchkarma is allied subject of Kayachikitsa.

The Central Council ratified the recommendations of Ayurved Committee to bifurcate
the list of instruments, equipments, machineries etc. in the categories of essential and
desirable as earlier decided.

The Central Council ratified the recommendations of Ayurved Committee to make the
amendments in existing Post-graduate Regulations, 2005. Teacher-student-ratio is as

under:-

~ Professor 03
Reader 02
Lecturer 01

The Central Council ratified the recommendations of Ayurved Committee that relaxation
for age of reappointment of teaching staff may be extended from 65 to 70 years subject
to that they should be physically and mentally fit. The teachers will be full time and
shall be paid full scale as per rule of re-employment. Appointment may be on year—io-
year basis if medically fit.

The Central Council noted that at present there is no uniform system of internal
assessment in Ayurvedacharya (BAMS) and other ISM Course. Therefore, it was
decided to have 10% of internal assessment. Attendance of student should be eligibility
criteria for appearing in the final examination. Further, detail guidelines of 10% Internal

Assessment be prepared.

Central Council co,nsidefed that concerned Regulations have not prescribed any
regulations regarding transfer of students from one college/University to another college/
University and agreed to the recommendations of the Ayurved Com’itee WLt it should
be subject to availability of scats and it should be mutually agreed by both Universities
and both colleges alongwith the genuine circumstances of the students.

PERMISSION TO NEW COLLEGES

As per provisions of the Establishment of new medical college, opening of new or
higher course of studies or training and increase of admission capacity by a medical
college Regulations, 2003, approximately 25 proposals for starting new Ayurved
colleges by various organizations, 07 proposal for increasing intake capacity by existing
Ayurved colleges in UG and 01 in Post-graduate and 13 proposal for starting Post-
graduate course in Ayurveda were received from Government of India, Ministry of
Health & Family Welfare, Department of AYUSH. The Central Council after screening
the proposals for the above purpose carried out inspection of only 22 for starting new
Ayurved colleges, 9 proposals for increasing intake capacity and 12 proposals for
starting PG Course in Ayurved for examination of Scheme before sending the

recommendations to the Government of India as required under Section 13 A of IMCC
Act, 1970. '

The Recommendations of the Central Council in the matter were sent to Government of
India.

Provisional registration during the period of Internship
It was also noted that some of the State Board/Councils do not grant provisional
registration to the students during Internship period whereas a student during

Internship period diagnosis the disease and prescribes medicine. A person without
registration is not entitled for the same.

It is, therefore, resolved that provisional Registration is compulsory and should be

granted only for one year and State Register for the same be maintained
separately.

Continued Medical Education (CME) to the practitioners of Indian Medicine
It was resolved that budget provision for continued Medical Education should be
made by all State Boars/Councils for the practitioners of Indian System of
Medicine registered with them. Efforts should be made to get funds from State
Governments. If State Governments do not provide the fund for this.purpose then
Central Government may be requested to provide fund for the same.

Updation of State Register of Indian Medicine

The State Register of Indian Medicine maintained by the State Boards/Councils is
a live document. The maintenance and updating of State Register is a continuous
and unending process since changes in State Register are bound to occur due to
various reasons i.e. death of practitioner, change of his address or place of
practice, migration to other State, addition of additional qualification as well as
election of State Board/Council and Central Council of Indian Medicine or various
other reasons. Central Council has decided that all the registered practitioners will
renew their registration every five years for the purpose of updating the State

Register. It will be duty of every practitioner to do so and the name will be
removed from the

State Register if not renewed in time. All changes in State Register of Indian
Medicine occurred due to above should be informed by the State Boards/Councils
to the CCIM without any delay from time to time. i

Self generating Financial resources for State Boards/Councils
It was resolved that:-

(i) Initial Registration Fee should be charged as decided by the concerned State
Board/Council.
